Francis has changed the name of the Vatican Secret Archives to the Vatican Apostolic Archives.

The motu proprio starts: “Historical experience teaches that every human institution, even born with
the greatest care and with vigorous and well-founded hopes of progress, fatally touched by time and
yet, wanting to remain faithful to itself and to the aims of its nature, feels the need, not to change its
proper appearance, but rather to bring its inspiring values into different eras and cultures and to
make those updates that are convenient and sometimes necessary.”

The Apostolic Letter then outlines a history of the Vatican library, the archives, their mission and
purpose and the priceless service both have given to the Church over the centuries:

“This long service rendered to the Church, to culture and to scholars all over the world has always
earned the Vatican Secret Archives esteem and gratitude, growing all the more growing from Leo XIII
to our day, and because of the progressive ‘openings’ of the documentation made available to the
consultation (which from next March 2, 2020, at my disposal, will extend until the end of the
pontificate of Pius XII), both because of the increase in researchers who are admitted to the Archive
on a daily basis and helped in every way in their research.”

Pope Francis then writes: “However, there is one aspect that I think may still be useful to update,
reaffirming the ecclesial and cultural goals of the Archive’s mission. This aspect concerns the very
name of the institute: Vatican Secret Archives.

“Born, as mentioned, from the Bibliotheca secreta of the Roman Pontiff, or rather from the part of codes
and scriptures more particularly owned and under the direct jurisdiction of the Pope, the Archive
was first titled Archivum novum, then Archivum Apostolicum, then Archivum Secretum (the first
attestations of the term date back to around 1646).

“The term Secreturmn, which came to form the proper denomination of the institution, prevailed in the
last few centuries and was justified because it indicated that the new Archive, wanted by my
predecessor Paul V around 1610-1612, was none other than the private archive, separate, reserved by
the Pope. So this is how Popes wanted to define it and scholars today still call it, without any
difficulty. This definition, moreover, was widespread, with a similar meaning, in the courts of the
sovereigns and princes, whose archives were properly defined as secret.”

The document was signed at the Vatican Oct. 28 by Archbishop Vincenzo Paglia, head of the
Pontifical Academy for Life, along with representatives of the Jewish and Islamic faiths. It was
given to Pope Francis during an audience,

The position paper states that the three Abrahamic religions “oppose any form of euthanasia —
that is the direct, deliberate and intentional act of taking life — as well as physician assisted
suicide — that is the direct, deliberate and intentional support of committing suicide — because
they fundamentally contradict the inalienable value of human life, and therefore are inherently and
consequentially morally and religiously wrong, and should be forbidden without exceptions.”

The paper also affirms the right of healthcare workers to not be coerced or pressured into directly
or indirectly assisting in the intentional death of a patient through assisted suicide or any form of
euthanasia, especially when doing so would violate the provider’s religious beliefs.

Even if accepted by the local legal system, “moral objections regarding issues of life and death
certainly fall into the category of conscientious objection that should be universally respected,” the
paper declares.

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Healthcare providers, it notes, have the responsibility “to provide the best possible cure for
disease and maximal care of the sick.”

The idea for the declaration came from Rabbi Avraham Steinberg, an Israeli medical ethicist, who
proposed it to Pope Francis. The pope entrusted the project to the Pontifical Academy for Life,
which organized an interreligious committee to create the document.

In the nearly 2,000-word position paper, it is stated that the Catholic, Jewish, and Islamic faiths
“share common goals and are in complete agreement in their approach to end-of-life situations.” It
also notes that these principles are sometimes in conflict with “current secular humanistic values
and practices.”

The preamble to the report notes that “the moral, religious, social and legal aspects of the
treatment of the dying” are among the most complex and most widely discussed in medicine
today.

The issues surrounding the end of life include “difficult dilemmas,” which have increased in recent
years, it argues, because of scientific-technological developments, changes in the patient-doctor
relationship, cultural changes, and a growing scarcity of resources related to the expense of
medical care.

These dilemmas are not primarily medical or scientific, but “social, ethical, religious, legal, and
cultural,” it declares, adding that human intervention in the form of medical treatment and
technologies “are only justified in terms of the help they can provide.”

“Therefore, their use requires responsible judgment about when life-sustaining and life-prolonging
treatments truly support the goals of human life, and when they have reached their limits,” it
claims.

The declaration states that “when death is imminent despite the means used, It is justified to
make the decision to withhold certain forms of medical treatments that would only prolong a
precarious life of suffering.”

However, both medical providers and society should respect the wish of a dying patient to prolong
or preserve his/her life even for an additional short period of time by clinically appropriate medical
measures,” it continues.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church teaches that a person may legitimately choose to
discontinue medical procedures which are “over-zealous,” meaning “burdensome, dangerous,
extraordinary, or disproportionate to the expected outcome..”

The position paper defines a “dying patient” as someone who has “a fatal, incurable, and
irreversible disease” and is at a stage when their death will likely occur within a few months “as a
result of the disease or its directly related complications, despite the best diagnostic and
therapeutic efforts.”

The report offers encouragement and support for professional palliative care for everyone,
everywhere and to commend laws and policies which protect the dignity of a dying person.

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It also declares a commitment to engage with communities on the issue of bioethics, and to raise
public awareness about palliative care.

The paper states a belief that society has an obligation to help patients not to feel like a burden
and to know the value and dignity of their life, “which deserves care and support until its natural
end.”

The declaration also calls on policymakers and healthcare providers to familiarize themselves
with the perspective and teaching of these religions in order to better provide medical assistance
in accord with their patients’ beliefs.

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The joint statement said communities must help patients so that any fear of being a burden does not lead
to their believing they are useless or have a life with no value or dignity, but rather they see they do
deserve care and support until their life's natural end.

The declaration called upon all policymakers and health care providers to familiarize themselves with the
position paper and the perspectives and teachings of the three monotheistic faiths in order to help provide
"the best care to dying patients and to their families who adhere to the religious norms and guidance of
their respective religious traditions,"

"We are committed to involving the other religions and all people of goodwill," as well, it said.

The idea for a joint declaration had been proposed to the pope by Rabbi Avraham Steinberg, an Israeli
medical ethics expert, pediatric neurologist and member of the Pontifical Academy for Life. Appointed
in 2017 by Francis, Rabbis Steinberg and Fernando Szlajen of Argentina were the first rabbis ever invited
to be members of the papal academy.

Abrahamic religions against euthanasia and
assisted suicide

Jewish, Christian and Muslim leaders condemn actions that “fundamentally contradict the inalienable
value of human life”. Hence, they are "consequentially moraily and religiously wrong, and should be
forbidden without exceptions.”

Vatican City (AsiaNews) - Representatives of the world’s Abrahamic religions (Judaism, Christianity and
Islam) have issued a position paper on matters concerning the end of life, They met in the Vatican
before & meeting with Pope Francis.

In the document, the three religions oppose “any form of euthanasia”, as well as “physician assisted
suicide” because such actions “fundamentally contradict the inalienable value of human life” and are
“consequentially morally and religiously wrong, and should be forbidden without exceptions.”

Rabbi Avraham Steinberg of Israel is behind the paper. He proposed the idea to Pope Francis, who in
turn entrusted It to the Vatican's Pontifical Academy for Life, Archbishop Vincenzo Paglia, the president
of the Academy, involved and coordinated a joint inter-faith group to draft the declaration.

Rabbi Avraham Stelnberg of the Israel National Bloethics Council and Rabbi Davld Rosen signed for Jews.
Sheikh Bin Bayyah, president of the Muslim Forum for Peace and Samsul Anwar, president of Centrai
Committee of the Indonesian Muhammadiyah signed for Muslims.

The paper presents “the position of the Abrahamic monotheistic religions regarding the values and the
practices relevant to the dying patient, for the benefit of patients, families, health-care providers and
policy makers who are adherents of one of these religions".

The goal includes enhancing “the capacity of healthcare professionals to better understand, respect,
guide, help, and comfort the religious patlent and the family at life’s end” as well as promoting “a
reclprocal understanding and synergies of different approaches between the monotheistic religious
traditions and secular ethics concerning beliefs, values, and practices relevant to the dying patient.”

With respect to the use of ethical technologles at the end of life, religious leaders call for the use of
“clinically appropriate medical measures” that entail “the continuation of respiratory support, artificial
nutrition and hydration, chemotherapy or radictherapy, antibiotics, pressors and the like."”

The paper also notes that “conscientious objection [, . .] should be universally respected®. In fact, *No
health care provider should be coerced or pressured to either directly or indirectly assist in the dellberate
and intentional death of a patient through assisted suiclde or any form of euthanasia, especially when It
is against the religious beliefs of the provider. It has been well accepted throughout the generations that
consclentious objectlon to acts that conflict with a person’s ethical values should be respected.”

Finally, patients should not be tempted to “choose death” because of a desire not to be financial burden.
Instead, it should “encourage and support validated and professional palliative care everywhere and for
everyone”, For this reason, it "commend[s] laws and policies that protect the rights and the dignity of
the dying patient, in order to avoid euthanasia and promote palliative care.”

"I think it's by itself an historic event that the three major religions come together, talk to each other, agree on
something and even sign on it," Steinberg told a press conference Paglia, who is president of of the Pontifical
Academy for Life, added that while death could not always be avoided, "we don't want to help it on its dirty
job."

Finally, Marsudi Syuhud, secretary general of the influential Islamic association Nahdlatul Ulama, said:

Present at the ceremony representing the Chief Rabbinate was Rabbi Ratzon Arusi and Rabbi
Eliezer Simcha Weiss, as well as Professor Abraham Steinberg, the Chief Rabbinate’s
representative to the interfaith committee who initially proposed the notion of an interfaith
declration on the issue to Pope Francis, and Rabbi David Rosen, the Chief Rabbiante's adviser
on interfaith matters.

Sheikh Abdallah Bin Bayyah,a co-chair of the Peace Charter for Forgiveness and Reconciliation
signed on behalf of Muslims, while the president of the Vatican’s Pontifical Academy for Life
Archbishop Vincenzo Paglia coordinated the joint inter-faith group to draft the declaration.

The religious leaders declared in a position paper drafted for the event that “Euthanasia and
physician-assisted suicide are inherently and consequentially morally and religiously wrong,” that
palliative care should be embraced to assist dying patients in the final months, weeks and days.

“We commend laws and policies that protect the rights and the dignity of the dying patient, in
order to avoid euthanasia and promote palliative care,” they wrote.

They also added that “society must assure that patients’ desire not to be a burden does not
inspire them the feeling of being useless and the subsequent unawareness of the value and
dignity of their life, which deserves care and support until its natural end.”

“To take the initiative to shorten a person’s life is murder,” Weiss told The Jerusalem Post.

“We believe that there is something sacred in life, it is given to us and it is not for us to decide
when to end our life, Life is a gift of God, and no one has a right to spurn it.”

Weiss said that the presence of leaders of other faiths was “a beacon of light” in troubled times
and said that it was very significant that the major monotheistic faiths could come together on this
issue,

“It was remarkable that representatives of the three major monotheistic groups were able to
come together around the idea that we are all created in the image of God, and cannot take a
life. “People must realise that there is a glimmer of light that religions who have been warring
together have found common ground and that is in the sanctitiy of human life.

“A person who saves a life saves an entire world, and a person who destroys a life destroys an
entire world.”

At an historic meeting held Monday (Oct. 28 2019) at Vatican City,
representatives of the Chief Rabbinate, along with the heads of the major
faiths, signed a historic and preliminary document (see attached PDF file)
calling on doctors around the world not to assist in killing people even if they
terminal patients,

Recent years have seen an increase in “mercy killing” in various countries such
as the Netherlands, Belgium, Canada, and Australia, and in several US states,
There are hospitals in these countries that encourage certain doctors and
medical personnel to disconnect terminal patients from cardio-pulmonary

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resuscitation machines, thereby allowing patients to expire in the absence of
appropriate care, and even encourage families to actively end the lives of
terminal patients by injecting toxins into their bodies; in extreme cases healthy
people choose to end their lives assisted by doctors.

According to the Jewish faith, as well as the other monotheistic religions, this
constitutes actual murder with the backing of medical personnel around the
world, In reaction to this and at the initiative of Rabbi Prof, Ayraham Steinberg,
an inter-faith committee was established together with representatives of
other religions.

“The three Abrahamic monothelstic religicns share common goals and are in complete agreement in thelr approach to end-of-life situations” the document
sald.

It was signed at the Vatican by David Rosen for the American Jewish Committee, Vincenzo Paglia for the Vatican, a representative for the Orthodoy
Church, and Samsul Anwar from the Indenesian Muhammadiyah, an Islamic social and cultural assoclation.

The idea came from Avraham Steinbarg, co-president of the Israeli Natlonal Council on Bioethics.

"I'think it's by itself an historic event that the three major religions come together, talk to each other, agree on something and even sign on it;” Stelnberg told
a press conference

Paglia, who is president of of the Pontifical Academy for Life, added that while death could not always be avoided, "we dor't want to help it on its dirty job.”

Flnally, Marsudi Syuhud, secretary genetal of the influential Islamic association Nahdlatul Ulama, sald: “Protecting life is one of the purposes of Islamic iaw,
that's why we don't stop protecting life untll the end of our life.”

The document urged medical personnel to listen to thelr consclence, saying: “No health care provider should be coerced or pressured to efther directly or
indirectly assist in the deliberate and Intentional death of & patient through assisted suicide or any form of euthanasia, especially when it Is agalnst the
religious beliefs of the providar.”

The text also explicitly supports religious liberty and conscientious objection to immoral actions,
insisting that medical professionals should never be forced into acting against moral conscience.

“No health care provider should be coerced or pressured to either directly or indirectly assist in the
deliberate and intentional death of a patient through assisted suicide or any form of euthanasia,
especially when it is against the religious beliefs of the provider,” the document states.

“Moral objections regarding issues of life and death certainly fall into the category of conscientious
objection that should be universally respected,” it added.

The document was signed by representatives of the three “Abrahamic religions,” a term deriving from
the Old Testament biblical figure Abraham, who is recognized by Jews, Christians, Muslims and
others.

Originally proposed by Rabbi Avraham Steinberg — bicethicist, pediatrician, neurologist, and co-
president of Israel’s National Bioethics Council — the text was signed by Archbishop Vincenzo Paglia
for the Vatican, David Rosen for the American Jewish Committee, a representative for the Orthodox
Church, and Samsul Anwar from the Indonesian Muhammadiyah, an Islamic association.

According to Archbishop Paglia, president of the Pontifical Academy of Life, the document represents
“g clear, precise affirmation that we do not want to procure the death of a patient or help them to
die.”

Avraham Steinberg underscored the historic nature of the text.

“ think it’s by itself an historic event that the three major religions come together, talk to each other,
agree on something and even sign on it,” Steinberg told a press conference.

In a letter of support, Sephardic Chief Rabbi Yitzhak Yosef wrote: “Killing terminal patients is
certainly included under the prohibition ‘You shali not murder’ in the Ten Commandments. Happy is
man — every man — that he was created in the Divine Image. Life is a gift from the Creator of the
world which we cannot take — Heaven forfend! — from others.

“However, every effort must be made to ease the suffering and the pain of patients approaching
death, medically, spiritually and materially, without hastening their death,” Yosef wrote.

Ashkenazi Chief Rabbi David Lau wrote: “There is a severe prohibition on causing the death of any
person even if he is in a difficult and terminal situation. In certain cases, it is possible to discuss
refraining from prolonging life but no action may be carried out to shorten life. Whoever kills the
dying, kills.”

Marsudi Syuhud, secretary general of the influential Islamic association Nahdlatul Ulama, said:
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The text itself, while denouncing euthanasia and assisted suicide, declares the moral duty to provide
palliative care for terminally ill patients and to surround them with care and assistance.

“We encourage and support validated and professional palliative care everywhere and for everyone,”
it reads. “Even when efforts to continue staving off death seems unreasonably burdensome, we are
morally and religiously duty-bound to provide comfort, effective pain and symptoms relief,
companionship, care and spiritual assistance to the dying patient and to her/his family.”

Archbishop Vincenzo Paglia (Pontifical Academy for Life: "our
position* is "clear and firm: we do not want to bring about the death of a patient or help him/her cause his or her own death”

wEythanasia and assisted suicide are morally and Inherently wrong and should be forbidden without exceptions, Any pressure or
deliberate actions that might lead patients to end their lives are categorically rejected.” It's the "key point” of the “Joint Declaration of
Abrahamic religions an End-of-Life issues.” The document, selemnly signed this morning by Jewish, Catholic and Muslim representatives
in the Vatican, Is the culmination of an initiative coordinated by the Pentifical Academy for Life and supported on behalf of the jewish
world by Rabbi Avraham Steinberg from the Israeti National Bioethics Council and Rabbi David Rosen; by Sheikh Bin Bayyah, president of
the Mustim Forum for Peace and by Samsul Anwar, Prasident of the Central Committee of the Indonesian Muhammadiyah, representing
the Muslim world.”

The document - which the religious representatives handed over to Pope Francis - was drafted by a joint inter-religious group. The
leaders of the three monatheistic religions state in the preamble that *... the great scientific and technological advances that maka it
possible to profong life in situations and ways unthinkable until now” have led them to take this firm stance, The Declaration is divided
into paragraphs outlining the objectives of the document, ranging from the definition of “terminal patient” to the approach ta be adopted

with regard to the “suffering and dying” The document in its complexity is clear.



Also medically-assisted-suicide is defined as "the direct, deliberate and intentional support to committing suicide” since “such actions are
utterly contrary to the value of human [ife, and therefore are inherently and consequentially morally and religiously wrong, and should be
forbidden without exceptions.” In the paragraph on the use of ethical technology for end-of-life purposes, religious leaders call for the
adoption of “clinically appropriate medical measures”. To aveid any misunderstandings, they specify: "this implies the continuation of
respiratory support, artificlal nutrition and hydration, chemetherapy or radiotherapy, administration of antibiotics, blood pressure

medicaticns and other remedies.”

An entire paragraph Is dedicated te promoting palliative care, Most of all, religious leaders call for “a qualified and professional presence
of palliative care everywhere and for everyone®, along with "legislation and public policies that protect the right and dignity of the patient
in the terminal stages of life.” In the same paragraph there is a clear invitation to professionals and students to specialise in this field.
“Every patient in the final stage of life must receive the best possible and most thorough palliative care: in physical, emotional, social,

religious and spiritual terms.”

The conclusicns include a strong appeal to support conscientious objectlon. “No health worker should be forced or pressured to directly
or indirectly witness the deliberate and intentional death of a patient through assisted suicide or any form of euthanasia, especially when
such practices go against the health worker's religious beliefs. Over the years, it has been favourably acknowledged that conscientious

objection to acts that conflict with a person's ethical values should be respected.”

*Our position” is “clear and firm: we do not want to bring about the death of a patient or help that person cause his or her own

death”, sald Mons, Vincenzo Paglia, President of the Pontifical Academy for Life (PAL), presenting the Daclaration in the Vatican in the
presence of Jewlsh, Catholic and Muslim signatories. It is expected that medicine, said PAL's President, will "take care of the human
person” and “identify the most appropriate and suitable treatments which will improve the health of the patient, wisely considering the
limits of the human cendition and action. Its duty is not to restore health or prolong life indefinitely at all costs, but to always take care of

the person, even when the disease is incurable.”

with this Declaration, religlous leaders intend “to confer greater strength and Importance to the protecticn and promotion of human
dignity in such a delicate and vulnerable time as that of dying, The fact that “the Abrahamic religions find a common ground to express

their commitment in a shared way is a landmark achievement.”

The declaration, issued at the Vatican by leaders of Christianity, Islam and Judaism, states that no
health care previder should be pressured inte conducting assisted suicide or euthanasia in any
form, but should instead encourage palliative care.

It also condemnad any pressure being placed upon dying patients to actively and deliberately end
their lives.

“We oppose any form of euthanasia ... bacause they fundamentally contradict the inalienable value
of human life, and therefore are inherently and consequentially morally and religiously wrong, and
should be forbidden without exceptions,” said the declaration, released by the Vatican on Oct, 28

“Care for the dying, Is both part of our stewardship of the Divine gift of life when a cure 1s no
longer possible, as well as our human and ethical responsibility toward the dying {and often)
suffering patient,” the religious leaders said in the declaration.

“Even when efforts to continue staving off death seems unreasonably burdensome,” they said, “we
are morally and religiously duty-bound to provide comfort, effective pain and symptoms refief,
companionship, care and spiritual assistance to the dying patient and to her/his family.”

However, the document adds that when death is imminent, it Is justified to “withheld certain forms
of madical treatment that would only prolong a precarious life of suffering.”

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The declaration signed by 30 religious leaders was the brainchild of Rabbl Avraham Steinberg of
Israel who proposed the idea to Pope Francis.

All were received by Pope Francis during an audience following the declaration’s release.

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Abrahamitische verklaring tegen euthanasie
en hulp bij zelfdoding

29 October 2019

Vertegenwoordigers van de drie abrahamitische godsdiensten hebben maandag in
Vaticaanstad een “historische verklaring” ondertekend tegen euthanasie en hulp bij
zelfmoord, die volgens hen overal verboden moet worden. Nooit eerder ondertekenden
joodse, christelijke en islamitische lelders een manifest tegen medische ingrepen die het
leven beéindigen.

“We verzetten ons tegen elke vorm van euthanasie — dat is het directe, doelbewuste en
opzettelijke wegnemen van iemands leven ~ maar ook tegen een, door een arts begeleide
zelfdoding - dat is de directe, doelbewuste en opzettelijke ondersteuning van het plegen van
zelfmoord - omdat ze fundamenteel haaks staan op de onvervreemdbare waarde van het
menselijke leven, en daarom inherent en dus moreel en religieus verkeerd zijn, en daarom
zonder uitzonderingen verboden moeten worden”, aldus de verklaring.

De geestelijke leiders veroordelen categorisch elke druk op stervende patiénten om hun
leven te beéindigen door actieve en opzettelijke handelingen. “Zorg voor de stervenden
maakt deel uit van ons rentmeesterschap over het goddelijke geschenk van het leven
wanneer een remedie niet langer mogelijk is, en dat geldt evengoed voor onze menselijke en
ethische verantwoordelijkheid jegens de stervende (en vaak) lijdende patiént”, vervolgt de
verklaring. “Holistische en respectvolle zorg voor de persoon moet de unieke menselijke,
spirituele en religieuze dimensie van sterven als een fundamenteel doel erkennen.”

De drijvende kracht achter de gemeenschappelijke verklaring is de Israélische rabbijn en
medisch ethicus Avraham Steinberg. Hij was het die het idee van een gezamenlijke verklaring
voorstelde aan paus Franciscus. De Heilige Vader vertrouwde het plan op zijn beurt toe aan
de Pontificale Academie voor het Leven in Rome. Aartsbisschop Vincenzo Paglia, de president
van deze pauselijke academis, stelde daarop een gemengde interreligisuze groep samen.

Na de plechtige ondertekening werden de dertig ondertekenaars door paus Franciscus in
audiéntie ontvangen.

Dokumentet ble signert i Vatikanet den 28. oktober av erkebiskop Vincenzo Paglia, president for Det
pavelige akademi for Livet, og av representanter for den judiske og islamske tro. Det ble overrakt pave
Frans under en audiens.

Bor forbys

| erkleeringen star det at de tre abrahamittiske religionene «er imot enhver form for dedshjelp - som er
den direkte, bevisste og forsettlige handlingen om & ta liv - samt legeassistert selvmord - som er den
direkte, bevisste og forsettlige statten til & begd selvmord - fordi disse handlingene stér i fundamental
motsetning til den umistelige verdien av menneskeliv.

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Dokumentet understreker ogsa helsepersonells rett til ikke & bli tvunget eller presset til direkte eller
indirekte & hjelpe til med en forsettlig ded av en pasient giennom assistert selvmord eller noen form for
dadshjelp, spesielt nar dette gjares i strid med personellets religigse tro.

Foreslatt for paven

Ideen til erklzeringen kommer fra rabbiner Avraham Steinberg, en israelsk medisinsk etiker, som foreslo
den for pave Frans. Paven overlot prosjektet til Det pavelige akademi for Livet, som satte ned en
interreligiss komité til & forfatte erkleeringen.

Erkleeringen understreker at den katolske, jediske og islamske tro «deler felles mal og er helt enige i sin
titnaerming til slutten-pa-livet situasjoner.» Den papeker ogsa at disse prinsippene kan komme i konflikt
med «navaerende sekulzere humanistiske verdier og praksis,»

Rapportens innledning poengterer at «<moralske, religiose, sosiale og juridiske aspekter ved behandlingen
av dgende», er blant de mest komplekse og mest diskuterte i dagens medisinske debatt.

Forsterket

Erklzeringen definerer en «dgende pasient» som en som har «en dadelig, uhelbredelig og irreversibel
sykdom», og som befinner seg i et stadium hvor deden sannsynligvis vil inntreffe i lapet av noen
maneder», som et resultat av sykdommen eller giennom direkte komplikasjoner som falge av den - til
tross for den beste diagnostiske og terapeutiske innsatsen.

Erklzeringen statter og oppmuntrer til profesjonell palliativ omsorg og behandling for alle, overalt, og
bergmmer lover og retningslinjer som beskytter et deende menneskes verdighet.
